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EKG TECHNICIAN I


Summary of Position: 
Performs and documents 12 lead EKG tests with and without rhythm strips and performs signal averaged EKGs. Responds to “TEAMS,” “SURGICAL TEAMS,” and other emergency calls to perform EKGs as requested.

Minimum Qualifications: 

1. Formal Education Required:
a. Proven ability to read and write English, follow written and oral instructions, and demonstrate basic computer knowledge.
 
2. Experience & Training Required:
a. Prior EKG experience or training

3. Other Skills, Competencies and Qualifications:
a. Ability to effectively communicate verbally with patients, nurses and other hospital personnel.
b. Ability work and stand; lift light materials; assist in movement of patients.
c. Manual dexterity sufficient to operate equipment
d. Ability to transport equipment
e. Ability to maintain confidentiality of patient information
f. Ability to establish and maintain cooperative relations with those contacted in the course of work
g. Ability to work efficiently, safely and in an organized and detailed manner.
h. Ability to conduct EKGs during Trauma Teams, Stroke Teams, Code Stemis, hospital procedures-STAT orders.
i. Ability to effectively interact with populations of patients/customers with an understanding of their needs for self-respect and dignity

4. Level of Physical Demands:
a. Heavy:  Exerts 50-100 pounds of force occasionally, and/or 25 to 50 pounds of force frequently, and/or ten to 20 pounds of force continuously to move objects.
b. Fast pace is expected.

The following job specific requirements should discuss the essential duties and responsibilities required of the position. They should not replicate those duties and responsibilities discussed above.

1) Logs on to Vocera at the start of every shift, picks up appropriate pager for assigned area of work at the start of the shift
2) Provides instructions to patient for the test being conducted and establishes patient privacy. Reviews tracing and electrode position to assure a clear and readable EKG tracing. 
3) Marries/match EKG tracing with EKG appropriate EKG order
4) Transmits EKGs to data base at the end of each shift
5)    Documents all activity by entering patient information into log book, completing charge requisition information, completion of testing,  and filing reports on the patient unit or hand EKG to appropriate physician.
6)    Performs minor maintenance of equipment and restocking supplies. Keeps electrocardiograph machine in working order; reports any malfunctions to Biomedical Engineer department or Work leader. 
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
